What is a BMP ? 
BMP stands for Best Management Practice.  
BMPs are methods that have been deter-
mined to be the most effective, practical 
means of preventing or reducing pollution.  

Types of BMPs  

Permeable Pavement ï Traditional con-
crete and asphalt donôt allow water to soak 
into the ground.  Instead these surfaces rely 
on storm drains to divert unwanted water.  
Permeable pavement systems allow rain 
and snowmelt to soak through, decreasing 
stormwater runoff.  

Grassy Swales ð
Specially designed 
areas planted with 
native plants can 
provide natural 
places for water to 
collect and soak 
into the ground.  Water from rooftop or 
paved areas can be diverted into these ar-
eas rather than into storm drains. 

Rain Barrels ðYou can collect rainwater 
from rooftops and use 
the water later on lawn 
or garden areas. 

Vegetated Filter 
StripsðFilter strips are 
areas of native grasses 
or plants created along 
roadways or streams.  
They trap the pollutants 
stormwater picks up as 
it flows across driveways and streets.

Stormwater run-off occurs when rain 
or snowmelt flows over the ground.  
Impervious surfaces like driveways, 
sidewalks and streets prevent the 
water from naturally soaking into the 
ground. 

How the Program Works  

We want to help you learn how to install 

BMPs on your property to reduce run-off 

and help protect your property from fire 

and floods, erosion and poor drainage.   

To encourage participation in the pro-

gram we will hold a contest with the 

winner receiving up to $1,000 value  

in materials and labor  for the design 

and implementation of BMPs on their 

property.   

How to qualify?  

1. Attend a community workshop.   

Contest criteria will be provided at 

workshop.    

2. Provide photos and a description of 

the erosion or drainage problem in 

the front yard of your property.  

3. Winners will be selected by the pro-

gram committee according to the 

contest criteria.  Winners will be noti-

fied within two weeks of the work-

shop. 

We will also offer free site evaluations 

to  several lucky property owners that 

attend a workshop . 

Stormwater Run -Off 101 

Polluted run-off from our properties enter the 

Cityõs storm drains which go directly untreated to 

the Carson River.     

Why Bother?

Reduced fire hazards through 
defensible space and appropriate

Reduced flooding damages 
through installation of proper 
drainage and sediment controls 

Benefits to Carson City & other 

organizations include:  

Reduced flooding impacts by 
helping to keep 

culverts clear.  
Have you ever 
noticed the 

clogged cul-
verts along 

some of the 
streets in Carson City?  This is 
due to run-off, collected trash, 
and soil erosion.  It is extremely 
difficult for the City to keep all of 
the culverts clean and operating 
correctly.   

Less maintenance expenses for 
items such as keeping culverts 
clear.  

Reduction of fire and flooding 
hazards and expenses 

Less pollution going to local water 
bodies and the Carson River.  

Stormwater can pick up debris, 
chemicals, dirt and other pollutants 
and flow into a storm sewer system 
or directly to a lake, stream, river, 
or wetland.  Anything that enters a 
storm sewer system is discharged 
untreated into the waterbodies that 
we use for swimming, fishing and 
drinking water.  

We can reduce the pollution of our 
waterbodies by reducing the run-off 
from our properties.  BMPs are a 
great way to accomplish this!
